Because the direction of the ground water flow in
this area is from north to south so the water-- ground water is
always moving below the ground surface from north to south in
this area and this project was awarded a state grant, okay, so
this project is being funded partly using local funds in the form
of town (inaudible) drainage bond meney and 50% of it is coming
from the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation
grant in the amount of $64,500.

about May lst, started 12 consecutive days of rain. And the
Water just kept rising and rising and rising.
