WHEREAS, the Town Board has formally initiated the pro-
cedures required to implement the recommendations of the compre-
hensive planning document; and

WHEREAS, the Riverhead Town Board comtemplates the receipt
of petitions for changes of zone on lands and subdivisions which
are subject to land use recommendations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT

RESOLVED, that during its consideration of zoning amend-
ments relative to the Master Plan revision, the Riverhead Town
Board imposes a moratorium upon the acceptance of petitions for
change of zone which will result in either more intensive uses
or increased density, including applications for overlay zones
after the close of business on March 6, 1987, covering all parcels
of real property within the Town of Riverhead; and be it further

RESOLVED, that during its consideration of zoning amend-
‘ments relative to the Master Plan revision, the Riverhead Town
Board imposes a moratorium upon the acceptance by the Riverhead
Town Planning Board of applications for any new major subdivision
applications received after close of business on March 6, 1987,
covering all parcels of real property within the Town of Riverhead;
and be it further

RESOLVED, that during its consideration of zoning amendments
relative to the Master Plan revision, the Riverhead Town Board
imposes a moratorium upon multi-unit residential applications .
for new projects submitted after the close of business on March
6, 1987, located North of Sound Avenue from the Southold Town
Line to Route 25A in Wading River; and be it further

RESOLVED, that this moratorium will be in effect until
November 2, 19&7; and it further

RESOLVED, that the Town Clerk of the Town of Riverhead pub-
lish and post a notice to this effect, the form to be estaklished
by the Riverhead Town Board.

WHEREAS, it is necessary to evaluate the proposed action and
its potential effects upon the environment and this Board is the
principal decision making agency on the proposed action, and

Councilman Pike observed that Resolution #164 simply estab-
lishes lead agency for the SEQRA process.

A discussion followed regarding the Board's intentions to per-
mit lengthy SEQRA process to be addressed during moratorium. It

was decided to ask the Town Attorney for a legal opinion and a
recess of the meeting was called at 4:20 P.M.
