ADOPTS AMENDMENT TO RULES AND PROCEDURES OF THE RIVERHEAD 

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT AGENCY FOR DESIGNATION OF A PERSON, FIRM 
OR CORPORATION AS A QUALIFIED AND ELIGIBLE SPONSOR PURSUANT TO 

ARTICLE 15 OF THE GENERAL MUNICIPAL LAW 
 

Councilman Dunleavy  offered the following resolution, 

which was seconded by  Councilman Wooten 
 

WHEREAS,  the Calverton Naval Weapons Industrial Reserve Plant (“NWRIP”) 
located in Calverton (originally consisting of 10,000 acres and now known and referred 
to as Enterprise Park at Calverton “EPCAL”) was formerly owned by the United States 
Navy and leased by the Northrop Grumman Corporation; and 

 
WHEREAS, after more than 40 years of operation at the Calverton site and due 

to the decline in defense spending, the Grumman Corporation (later known as Northrop 
Grumman Corporation) closed nearly all facilities located on Long Island and chose not 
to renew its lease for the Calverton site causing economic dislocation and 
unemployment for residents of the Town of Riverhead; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Town of Riverhead, with support from state and local officials, 

advocated for transfer of the EPCAL site from the United States Navy to the Town of 
Riverhead Community Development Agency to redevelop the site; and 

 
WHEREAS, in 1994, in anticipation of and as a condition of federal legislation 

authorizing the transfer of title to the Town of Riverhead Community Development 
Agency, the Town of Riverhead, by Resolution #631 adopted on September 6, 1994, 
created the Calverton Air Facility Joint Planning and Redevelopment Commission; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Calverton Air Facility Joint Planning and Redevelopment 

Commission prepared a recommendation for future land use and management of the 
EPCAL property which included inter alia the creation of a local development 
corporation to assist and make recommendations to the Town with economic objectives 
related to EPCAL, including marketing and management of the property; and  

 
WHEREAS, the Town, by Resolution #578 adopted on July 16, 1996, authorized 

the creation of a local development corporation to be known as the “Riverhead 
Development Corporation”; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Riverhead Development Corporation, comprised primarily of 

town residents and regional business leaders experienced in real estate development, 
provided assistance and recommendations regarding the initial and early stages of 
marketing and management; and 

 



WHEREAS, the Community Development Agency and Town of Riverhead 
commissioned a firm to undertake a comprehensive reuse planning study of the site 
with the goal to create and encourage development to attract private investment; 
increase the tax base; maximize job creation; and after completion of the planning study 
and extensive environmental review (Generic Environmental Impact Statement “GEIS”), 
the Community Development Agency and Town of Riverhead designed the site as an 
urban renewal area; and 

 
WHEREAS, after the designation of EPCAL as an urban renewal area and the 

adoption of an urban renewal plan, the Town and Community Development Agency 
assumed a greater role in the marketing and development of the EPCAL property; and 

 
WHEREAS, due to the above, together with the enactment of the Public 

Authorities Accountability Act in 2005 and its reporting requirements; the Town Board, 
by Resolution #692 adopted on July 18, 2006, determined that the usefulness of the 
Riverhead Development Corporation had been fulfilled such that the Community 
Development Agency, as set forth pursuant to Title 116-680 (c) and Articles 15 and 15 
A of the New York State General Municipal Law shall exercise powers necessary to 
accomplish the purposes specified under such provisions of law; and 

 
WHEREAS, based upon the above, the Town Board, as governing body of the 

Community Development Agency, desires to amend the Rules and Procedures of the 
Riverhead CDA for designation of sponsor process pursuant to Article 15 of the General 
Municipal Law which was adopted on May 18, 2004 by Resolution #7 to reflect the 
direction of the Town Board recited above; and 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board, as governing body 
of the Community Development Agency hereby amends the Rules and Procedures of 
the Riverhead Community Development Agency for the designation of a Person, Firm 
or Corporation as a Qualified and Eligible Sponsor for the ongoing disposition of 
property by the CDA in any designated urban renewal area of the Town of Riverhead as 
follows:   

“Pursuant to Article 15, Section 507 of the New York State General Municipal Law, real 
property owned by the urban renewal agency may be disposed of in accordance with 
established rules and procedures prescribed by the agency. 

The Rules and Procedures set forth for the review of proposals for the sale or lease of 
property by the CDA to a person, firm or corporation are established as follows: 

1.  For proposals for purchase or lease of Calverton Enterprise Park properties only, the 
applicant must be processed by the Riverhead Development Corporation (RDC) 
according to the RDC Calverton Proposal Review Policy (copy attached); 

2.  If the RDC recommends a proposed purchase or lease of property at the Calverton 
Enterprise Park, or if the applicant proposes a purchase or lease of property in any 
other Urban Renewal Area in the Town of Riverhead, t The CDA shall then ascertain 
whether the applicant is "qualified and eligible" pursuant to Section 507 (2) (c) of Article 
15 of New York State General Municipal Law and in accordance with the following 
criteria: 

a. experience of the individual, firm or corporation with development, 
construction, management and financing of similar projects in size and 



scope to the proposed project; 

b. demonstrated ability to finance the acquisition and development of specific 
project proposed including the review by the CDA of pro forma financial 
statements for the proposed project, including sources and uses of funds, 
certified personal and corporate financial statements of the applicant 
sponsor, financial commitments of participating lenders, proposed security 
for the project, business plans and economic analysis of the project and 
past compliance with municipal laws, rules and regulations. 

c. demonstrated integrity and responsibility of the applicant sponsor as 
determined by the CDA based upon appropriate investigation by the Town 
Attorney and consistent with case law as reiterated in the Memorandum to 
Supervisor Phil Cardinale and Town Attorney Dawn Thomas dated March 
12,2004 from Randolph Mayer, Willkie Fair Farr & Gallagher, LLP; 

d. presentation of the applicant sponsor to the public at the prescribed 
hearing upon due notice at a public meeting of the CDA providing an 
opportunity for the applicant sponsor to present its proposal and ability to 
meet the established criteria for designation by the CDA as a "qualified 
and eligible" sponsor pursuant to Section 507 (2) (c) of Article 15 of New 
York State General Municipal Law.”

CELLULAR PHONE POLICY AND USAGE AGREEMENT 

 
SECTION I: PURPOSE 

The purpose of this policy is to establish guidelines and administrative procedures for 
employees and officials who have been identified as needing cellular phones (both Town 
provided and reimbursed (via allowances) personal phones) during working hours and for 
other times as needed for the health, safety, welfare, or operational efficiency of the Town. 

SECTION II: POLICY 

It is the policy of the Town that if an employee's job duties require them to be readily 
accessible for frequent contact or critical contact with the Town staff or public, and the 
accessibility extends to time away from work or involves on-call responsibilities, then the 
eligible employee may have a choice to either use a Town-issued cellular phone, or provide 
their own cellular phone for which they will be compensated for business use pursuant to 
this Policy. The Accounting Department shall be responsible for the administration and 
management of Town issued cellular telephones, including determination of a suitable 
carrier, type and model of equipment, set-up, service, features and billing issues and the 
Town’s Chief of Staff shall determine those employees who are eligible for town issued 
cellular telephones or reimbursement (via allowances) for personal phones. Notwithstanding 
anything set forth above or in the provisions below, the Town Board shall review and have 
final discretion to determine the service plan, features, and equipment that will be provided 
and who is eligible or otherwise reimbursed via allowances. 

SECTION III: DEFINITIONS 

1. Cellular phone: A cellular phone is a telecommunication device that uses radio 
waves over a networked area (cells) and is served through a cell site or base 
station at a fixed location, enabling calls to transmit wirelessly over a wide range, 
to a fixed landline or via the Internet. This is intended to include all telecommunication 
devices issued by the Town i.e. smart phones, personal digital assistants and such other 
devices capable of transmitting and receiving wireless radiotelephone signals. 

2. Employee: Aside from the sections on "Purpose," "Policy," and "Eligibility," an 
employee is more narrowly construed as a Town employee or official who is either using 
a Town provided cellular phone or is being reimbursed via allowances for using 
their personal cellular phone. 

SECTION IV: ELIGIBILITY 

Employees whose job duties include the frequent need for a cellular phone may be provided 
a town issued cellular phone or, in lieu thereof, use their own personal cellular phone and 
receive a reimbursement allowance for business-related costs. Department heads may 
identify employees who hold positions that include the need for a cellular phone. The Town 
Chief of Staff shall approve on all such determinations. Generally, an employee is eligible 
for a town issued cellular phone or a reimbursement allowance for using a personal cellular 
phone if at least one (1) of the following criteria are met: 

1.  The job function of the employee requires considerable time outside of his/her assigned 
office or work area and it is important to the Town that she/he is accessible during those 
times; or 
 
2.  The job function of the employee requires him/her to be accessible outside of scheduled 
or normal working hours where time sensitive decisions/ notifications are required. 
 



SECTION V: TERMS OF USE AND LIMITATIONS ON TOWN PROVIDED CELLULAR 
PHONES 
 
Use:  
 
1.  Cellular phones shall be used only for necessary phone calls or other uses (i.e. 
photographs, recording) in furtherance of town business purposes and not permitted for 
personal use, except personal phone calls may be permitted in such circumstances 
requiring urgent and immediate handling of a personal issue or reporting an emergency to 
the appropriate state, county, local department/agency. Any such personal phone use must 
be limited and kept to a short duration. The use of cellular phone for commercial profit, 
secondary employment or any non-town related business is strictly prohibited.  
 
2.  Town cellular phones may not be used by anyone other than the employee or public 
official to whom the phone has been issued, or another town employee or public official 
with a need to use the phone for town business.  
 
3.  Town issued cellular phones shall remain the sole property of the Town and shall be 
subject to inspection or monitoring at any time. Unless authorized, enhancement to the 
service plan or device shall be prohibited. Employees who are issued town cellular phones 
must understand that there is no expectation of privacy when using such phones. The 
Town has the right to review all records related to Town issued cellular phones, including 
but not limited to phone logs, text messages, internet usage logs, itemized bills from the 
carrier are the property of the town and subject to freedom of information laws. The records 
and information about or stored on the phones may be used by the town as it deems 
warranted.  
 
4.  The cellular phone service contract rights and all equipment (phones, assigned 
telephone numbers, chargers, data devices) shall be the property of the town and any 
applicable determinations or changes as to them shall be made at the discretion and 
direction of the Town Board.  
 
5.  Town cellular phones shall not be used for the purpose of illegal transactions, 
harassment, obscene or offensive behavior, or other violations of town policies.  
 
6.  Town cellular phones are valuable and should be handled with care. If loss, theft, or 
damage to a town cellular phone results from the negligence of the employee or public 
official to whom such phone is assigned, the employee or public official may be required to 
reimburse the town for the repair or purchase of replacement equipment. Such 
reimbursement shall be paid within 30 days.  
 
7.  The town reserves the right to recover from any employee or public official those 
cellular phone expenses deemed to be unreasonable, excessive, personal, unauthorized, 
or unwarranted. This includes charges for text messaging, long distance and/or roaming 
charges, overage charges, multi-media charges, data downloads and charges for directory 
assistance.  
 
8.  The town reserves the right to recover from an employee or public official where such 
employee or public official fails to return a town issued cellular phone upon request.  
 
9.  The town may discontinue cellular phone privileges at any time.  
 
10.  All employees and officials shall comply with all federal, state, and local laws 
restricting use of cellular phones when operating a vehicle or operating any form of 



equipment in violation of any state or federal laws. Any fine or penalty received for violation 
of such laws shall be the sole responsibility of the driver/employee or official. 
 
11.  The failure to comply with this policy may result in the loss of cellular phone use 
privileges and/or the imposition of disciplinary action by the Town Board.  
 
12.  Upon resignation or termination of employment, or at any time upon request, the 
employee will produce the device for return and inspection. Employees unable to present 
the device in good working condition will be expected to bear the cost of a replacement.

CHAPTER 250  

MUNICIPAL BUILDING ENERGY BENCHMARKING 

 
§ 250-1.  PURPOSE. 
Buildings are the single largest user of energy in the State of New York.  The poorest 

performing buildings typically use several times the energy of the highest performing 

buildings—for the exact same building use.  As such, this Chapter will use Building Energy 

Benchmarking to promote the public health, safety, and welfare by making available good, 

actionable information on municipal building energy use to help identify opportunities to 

cut costs and reduce pollution in the Town of Riverhead.   

 

Collecting, reporting, and sharing Building Energy Benchmarking data on a regular basis 

allows municipal officials and the public to understand the energy performance of 

municipal buildings relative to similar buildings nationwide.  Equipped with this 

information, the Town of Riverhead is able to make smarter, more cost-effective 

operational and capital investment decisions, reward efficiency, and drive widespread, 

continuous improvement. 

 
§250-2.  DEFINITIONS  
(1) “Benchmarking Information” shall mean information generated by Portfolio Manager, 

as herein defined including descriptive information about the physical building and its 

operational characteristics.  
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(2) “Building Energy Benchmarking” shall mean the process of measuring a building’s 

Energy use, tracking that use over time, and comparing performance to similar 

buildings. 

 

(3) “Covered Municipal Building” shall mean a building or facility that is owned or occupied 

by the Town of Riverhead that is 1,000 square feet or larger in size.   

 

(4) “Department” shall mean Office of the Town Engineer.   

 

(5) “Energy” shall mean electricity, natural gas, steam, hot or chilled water, fuel oil, or 

other product for use in a building, or renewable on-site electricity generation, for 

purposes of providing heating, cooling, lighting, water heating, or for powering or fueling 

other end-uses in the building and related facilities, as reflected in Utility bills or other 

documentation of actual Energy use. 

 

(6) “Energy Performance Score” shall mean the numeric rating generated by Portfolio 

Manager that compares the Energy usage of the building to that of similar buildings.  

 

(7) “Energy Use Intensity (EUI)” shall mean the kBTUs (1,000 British Thermal Units) used 

per square foot of gross floor area.  

 

(8) “Gross Floor Area” shall mean the total number of enclosed square feet measured 

between the exterior surfaces of the fixed walls within any structure used or intended for 

supporting or sheltering any use or occupancy. 

 

 (9) “Portfolio Manager” shall mean ENERGY STAR Portfolio Manager, the internet-based 

tool developed and maintained by the United States Environmental Protection Agency to 

track and assess the relative Energy performance of buildings nationwide, or successor. 

 

(10) “Town Engineer” shall mean the head of the Department. 

 

(11) “Utility” shall mean an entity that distributes and sells Energy to Covered Municipal 

Buildings. 
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(12) “Weather Normalized Site EUI” shall mean the amount of Energy that would have 

been used by a property under 30-year average temperatures, accounting for the 

difference between average temperatures and yearly fluctuations. 

 

§250-3.  APPLICABILITY  
(1) This Chapter is applicable to all Covered Municipal Buildings as defined in Section 

250-2 of this Chapter. 

 

(2) The Town Engineer may exempt a particular Covered Municipal Building from the 

benchmarking requirement if the Town Engineer determines that it has characteristics 

that make benchmarking impractical.     

 

§250-4.  BENCHMARKING REQUIRED FOR COVERED MUNICIPAL BUILDINGS  
(1) No later than December 31, 2017, and no later than May 1 every year thereafter, the 

Town Engineer or his or her designee from the Department shall enter into Portfolio 

Manager the total Energy consumed by each Covered Municipal Building, along with all 

other descriptive information required by Portfolio Manager for the previous calendar 

year. 

 

(2) For new Covered Municipal Buildings that have not accumulated 12 months of Energy 

use data by the first applicable date following occupancy for inputting Energy use into 

Portfolio Manager, the Town Engineer or his or her designee from the Department shall 

begin inputting data in the following year. 

  

§250-5.  DISCLOSURE AND PUBLICATION OF BENCHMARKING INFORMATION  
(1) The Department shall make available to the public on the internet Benchmarking 

Information for the previous calendar year:  

(a) no later than December 31, 2017 and by September 1 of each year thereafter 

for Covered Municipal Buildings; and  

 

(2) The Department shall make available to the public on the internet and update at least 

annually, the following Benchmarking Information:  
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(a) Summary statistics on Energy consumption for Covered Municipal Buildings 

derived from aggregation of Benchmarking Information; and 

(b) For each Covered Municipal Building individually:  

(i) The status of compliance with the requirements of this Local Law; and 

(ii) The building address, primary use type, and gross floor area; and 

(iii) Annual summary statistics, including site EUI, Weather Normalized 

Source EUI, annual GHG emissions, and an Energy Performance Score 

where available; and  

(iv) A comparison of the annual summary statistics (as required by Section 

250-5(2)(b)(iii) of this Chapter across calendar years for all years since 

annual reporting under this Chapter has been required for said building.  

  

§250-6.  MAINTENANCE OF RECORDS  
The Department shall maintain records as necessary for carrying out the purposes of this 

Chapter, including but not limited to Energy bills and other documents received from 

tenants and/or Utilities. Such records shall be preserved by the Department for a period 

of three (3) years.  

 

§250-7.   ENFORCEMENT AND ADMINISTRATION  
(1) The Town Engineer or his or her designee from the Department shall be the Chief 

Enforcement Officer of this Chapter.  

 

(2) The Chief Enforcement Officer of this Chapter may promulgate regulations necessary 

for the administration of the requirements of this Chapter.  

 

(3) Within thirty days after each anniversary date of the effective date of this Chapter, the 

Chief Enforcement Officer shall submit a report to the Town Board of the Town of 

Riverhead including but not limited to summary statistics on Energy consumption for 

Covered Municipal Buildings derived from aggregation of Benchmarking Information, a 

list of all Covered Municipal Buildings identifying each Covered Municipal Building that 

the Town Engineer determined to be exempt from the benchmarking requirement and the 

reason for the exemption, and the status of compliance with the requirements of this 

Chapter.  
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§250-8.  EFFECTIVE DATE  
This Chapter shall be effective immediately upon passage.  

 

§250-9.  SEVERABILITY  
The invalidity or unenforceability of any section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause, 

provision, or phrase of the aforementioned sections, as declared by the valid judgment of 

any court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional, shall not affect the validity or 

enforceability of any other section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause, provision, or 

phrase, which shall remain in full force and effect.

This Agreement is made and entered into as of this _______________ day 

of June, 2017 by and between Winship Media LLC, a limited liability company 

existing under laws of the State of New York, having a principal place of business 

at 720 Greenwich Street, Suite 8A, New York, New York, 10014 and the Town of 

Riverhead, a municipal corporation with offices located at 200 Howell Avenue, 

County of Suffolk and State of New York: 

WHEREAS, Winship Media LLC, wishes to utilize the Town of Riverhead 

Police Department for the purposes of hosting a Food & Wine Festival at Jamesport 

Vineyards located at 1216 Main Road, Jamesport, New York, on June 24, 2017, 

between the hours of 12:00 p.m. and 7:00 p.m.; and 

WHEREAS, the Town of Riverhead has agreed to permit the utilization of 

police personnel and vehicles for the events on June 24, 2017; and 

WHEREAS, Winship Media LLC, agreed to terms under which it will be 
granted the use of said personnel and vehicles of the Riverhead Police Department 
for traffic control. 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter 
set forth, the parties agree as follows: 

1.  Use of Property: the Town of Riverhead hereby grants Winship Media LLC

and will secure any and all permits or licenses required for its activities and 

operations carried out at the Property. 

4. Compensation:   In exchange for police personnel and/or the police 

vehicles as set forth above, Winship Media LLC, as required, will pay a sum of 

three hundred ninety-three and 41/100 dollars ($393.41) for utilization of the 

police personnel police vehicles for a period commencing at 12:00 p.m. and 

continuing to 7:00 p.m. on June 24, 2017.

FOR DEPUTY TOWN ATTORNEY ERIK C. HOWARD

BE IT RESOLVED, that the terms and conditions of employment of Erik C. 
Howard, Deputy Town Attorney for the Town of Riverhead, hereinafter referred to as 
“Howard”,   shall, effective June 19, 2017, be as follows: 
 
 
 ARTICLE I 
 
 DURATION 
 
1. This Agreement shall be effective as of June 19, 2017 and shall continue in full force 
and effect until terminated by the Town or Howard on an at-will basis. 

 
 

ARTICLE II 

RECOGNITION 
 
1. Howard affirms that he/she does not assert the right to strike against the Town, or 
to assist or participate in any such strike, picket, job action or any work slowdown. 
 
2. The Town recognizes Howard’s right to bargain for the terms and conditions of 
his/her employment with the Town.  Both parties acknowledge that this Resolution is 
personal to Howard and shall not inure to his/her successor.  Such recognition is for the 
period of this Resolution or extensions hereof. 
 
3.  The Town recognizes Howard’s right to designate a representative to appear on 
his/her behalf to discuss salaries, working conditions, grievances and disputes relative 
to the terms and     conditions of this Resolution and to confer with the employee during 
working hours.  The representative's activities shall not disrupt the orderly and smooth 
operation of Town government. 
 ARTICLE III 
 
 HOURS OF WORK 
 
1.  Howard’s minimum basic work week shall be 35 hours per week.  There shall be no 
maximum number of hours of work per week.  Howard shall not receive additional 
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compensation for holiday pay.  Howard is not entitled to earn, accrue, or be paid for 
overtime or compensatory time.  
 
2.  Howard shall be entitled to the same paid holidays as are set forth in the 2011-2014 
CSEA collective bargaining agreement. 
 
3.  (a) Five (5) days personal leave will be granted.  This shall be prorated in 2017 (Year 
of appointment) beginning the first full month of employment.  
 
    (b)  Personal leave may not be accumulated and must be used within the calendar 
year earned, except that unused personal days at the end of each year shall be 
converted to sick time and may be used as sick time, subject to all the rules and 
pertaining to sick time. 
 
    (c)  Personal leave must be approved by the Town Supervisor or Designee.  Howard 
must request such leave at least forty eight (48) hours in advance unless the personal 
leave is deemed to be an emergency of which he/she had no prior knowledge, in which 
case Howard must notify the Supervisor or designee of such absence.  Failure to notify 
the Supervisor or designee of his/her absence will result in loss of pay for the day's 
absence. 
 
4.  Funeral Leave.  Howard shall be entitled to four (4) consecutive working days leave 
of absence computed either from the day of death or the day following death, at 
Howard’s option, for the death of Howard’s spouse, child (including adopted children), 
father, mother, brother, sister, parents, parents-in-law, grandparents, grandparents-in-
law, grandchildren, daughter-in-law, brother-in-law, sister-in-law, son-in-law, or 
stepchild. 
 
5.  Jury Service.  Howard will be paid his/her regular salary while performing jury service 
upon documentary proof being filed with the Supervisor.  Howard shall endorse the jury 
salary checks to the Town.  Travel allowance or mileage compensation checks for jury 
service are to be retained by Howard. 
 
6.  Court Appearance.  Howard’s absence by reason of appearance as a defendant or 
witness on behalf of the Town in any court action involving the Town will be approved 
by the Town Supervisor for the number of days necessary.  Howard shall not lose any 
salary there from. 
 
7.  Parentage Leave.  Howard shall receive a parentage leave as defined in the 2011-
2014 CSEA contract, Article III, Section 5. 
 ARTICLE IV 
 
 VACATIONS 
 
1.  Howard shall be entitled to 15 working days' vacation (January 1 to December 31).  
This shall be prorated in 2017 (Year of hire) beginning the first full month of 
employment.  
 
2.  Howard, upon request, shall be paid his/her vacation pay prior to the vacation, 
providing he/she shall have given three (3) weeks' written notice to the Supervisor. 
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3.  Upon retirement or termination of service, except for cause, Howard shall be 
compensated, in cash, for any accumulated vacation not to exceed 60 days. 
 
4.  Howard may carry over any unused vacation days from one (1) year into the 
following year, but in no event shall Howard carry over more than sixty (60) vacation 
days from one year to the next. 
 
5. Howard, at his/her option, shall be entitled to make an election to work the current 
year's allotted vacation time.  Howard must provide written notification to the Supervisor 
of the exercising of this option not fewer than thirty (30) days prior to the date of which 
payment is requested. The Supervisor is to acknowledge receipt of this notification to 
the payroll personnel prior to payment. Payment is to be processed during the next 
overtime run. Payment will be the same method as outlined in the 2012-2015 Superior 
Officers' Contract, Article IX, Section B, except that the buyback shall be in blocks 
of three days per month. “In addition Howard must advise the Town in writing, by no later 
than September 1 prior to the year in which the election is being made, on a form to be 
prepared by the Town, of the total minimum and the maximum dollar amounts of eligible 
vacation time and/or sick leave, as appropriate, that the employee will buyout and for 
which he/she will be paid in the next fiscal year. If the employee does not comply with 
this requirement, then the employee will not be eligible for any accrued time buyout in 
the next fiscal year.”  
 
6.  If the employee falls ill while on vacation, upon presentation of a medical certificate 
certifying that he/she was confined to bed for more than five (5) working days during his 
vacation, may charge this illness to sick leave upon proper notification to the Supervisor 
and may take the same number of sick days as vacation days. 

 
 

ARTICLE V 
 

SICK LEAVE 
 
1.  Sick leave is absence necessitated by Howard’s illness or other physical disability.  
Sick leave will be accumulated at the rate of one and one-quarter (1 1/4) days per 
month or (fifteen (15) days per year) beginning the first full month of employment.  The 
maximum amount of sick time allowed to accrue are three hundred (300) days.  After 
three hundred (300) days, additional paid sick leave may be granted at the sole 
discretion of the Town Board.  In order to receive sick leave, Howard shall, when absent 
because of sickness for more than three (3) days, furnish the Supervisor, when 
requested by him/her, with a medical certificate.  Failure to furnish a medical certificate 
will result in loss of pay for absent days.  The Town Board, at its discretion, may request 
a physical examination of Howard before his/her return to work. 
 
2.  Howard, or his/her legal representative, upon retirement or severance, is entitled to 
cash payment for accumulated sick leave.  Said payment shall be paid in a lump sum 
the value of his/her accumulated and unused sick leave to the extent of one hundred 
(100%) percent of the first two hundred and eighty (280) days thereof. 
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3. The parties mutually agree that excessive absenteeism due to abuse of sick leave 
should be discouraged. Therefore, the Town may request a doctor's certificate from 
chronic abusers of sick leave (e.g., numerous illness absences even though the 
employee has accumulated sick leave), regardless of the length of the illness.  An 
employee submitting a claim based on a false statement, or covering a period during 
which the employee was not actually disabled, will be considered as abusing the sick 
leave provision. Emp lo ye e s  who abuse the sick leave provision shall be subject to 
disciplinary action. 
 
4.  Howard may elect to reduce the sick time accrued under paragraph "1" one by 
filing a written election with the Supervisor one (1) month prior to payment.  Buy-out 
shall be in lots of ten (10) sick days. No buy-out shall be permitted unless at the 
time of election Howard has accumulated at least fifty (50) sick days. The rate of pay 
shall be calculated at the time of payment based on a two hundred sixty (260) day 
work year. If Howard "buys-out" sick leave, he/she shall be permitted to re-
accumulate sick days to a maximum of three hundred (300) days for use in the event of 
illness, but those days may not be re-accumulated for payment purposes. In addition, 
Howard must advise the Town in writing, by no later than September 1 prior to the year 
in which the election is being made, on a form to be prepared by the Town, of the total 
minimum and the maximum dollar amounts of eligible vacation time and/or sick leave, 
as appropriate, that the employee will buyout and for which he/she will be paid in the 
next fiscal year. If the employee does not comply with this requirement, then the 
employee will not be eligible for any accrued time buyout in the next fiscal year. 
 
 

ARTICLE VI 
 

GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE 
 
1.  Consideration of Grievance. 
 
A grievance by Howard shall be made, in writing, to the Town Board.  Upon receipt of 
the grievance, the Town Board may request Howard to submit any agreed statement of 
facts or his/her version of the facts, or any other documents that the Town Board may 
deem pertinent to the determination of the appeal. 
 
The Town Board shall conduct a hearing within twenty (20) business days of receipt of 
an appeal.  Within twenty (20) business days after the hearing, the Town Board shall 
make a decision based on its findings and advise Howard.  The decision of the Town 
Board shall be final and all parties bound thereby. 
 
2.  Time of Hearings. 
 
All discussions and hearings shall, so far as practicable, be conducted during working 
hours. 
 
3.  Representation. 
 
    Howard shall have the right at all times to representation of his/her choosing. 
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4.  Limitations. 
 
If a grievance occurs and cannot be resolved immediately, Howard shall obey all 
directives and shall present the grievance as soon thereafter as practicable.  
Grievances which are not presented within ten (10) days of the occurrence shall be 
deemed to have been abandoned. 
 
5.  Withdrawn Grievances. 
 
    Howard may withdraw a grievance at any point in the grievance procedure. 
 
 

ARTICLE VII 
 

PENSION 
 
    Howard represents that he/she is a member of the New York State Employees 
Retirement System.  As a Tier 6 employee, he/she is a participant in the Article 14 or 
Article 15 Coordinated Retirement Plan. 

 
 

ARTICLE VIII 
 

HEALTH INSURANCE 
 
1.  Commencing on the first full month of employment, the Town shall pay, on Howard’s 
behalf, one hundred (100%) percent of the cost of either the individual or family 
coverage for hospitalization under the Town Health Insurance Program.  The Town shall 
pay for one hundred (100%) percent coverage for Howard if he/she retires from the 
Town and the Town shall also pay to the extent of fifty (50%) percent coverage on the 
premiums for his/her family. 
 
If Howard and his/her spouse, if employed through the Town, are currently receiving (or 
are eligible to receive) family health benefits through the Town, only one will be 
permitted to continue to receive family level coverage.  In this event, the person whose 
coverage changes from family to individual or no coverage will be entitled to the health 
insurance buy-out, provided that he/she:  (1) has submitted to the Town documentation 
showing that he/she has health insurance coverage other than through the New York 
State Health Insurance Plan (NYSHIP); and (b) remains in changed status for a period 
of 12 consecutive months.  The 12-month period will coincide with the annual option 
transfer period.   Payment will be made annually during the June or December first 
following the end of the 12-month period, provided that Howard or his/her spouse 
remains in the changed status. The employee may reinstate coverage within the 12-
month period if he/she experiences a qualifying event and has submitted to the Town 
adequate documentation of that event, consistent with the rules and regulations of the 
Town’s health insurance plan and applicable laws and regulations.   
 
At retirement, the former employee (retiree) who is otherwise eligible for family retiree 
health insurance coverage through the Town but for the operation of the provision set 
forth above, the former employee shall continue to be ineligible for family retiree health 
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insurance coverage through the Town.  However, in the event the former employee 
experiences a qualifying event (i.e. death, divorce, spouse’s loss of employment or 
being otherwise rendered ineligible for health insurance coverage) during retirement, 
the former employee may reinstate his/her own family health insurance coverage, 
consistent with the rules and regulations of the Town’s health insurance plan and 
applicable laws and regulations. 
 
In the event that Howard’s employment with the Town should terminate, he/she shall 
have the option, at his/her own expense, to participate in the Town Health Insurance 
Program, consistent with applicable laws, rules and regulations.   
 
The service requirement for receipt of health insurance in retirement shall be ten 
consecutive years of service with the Town. However, if Howard leaves Town 
service he /she must continue with NYSHIP in vested status by paying the entire cost 
of coverage, or by being enrolled as an e m p lo y e e  at a subsequent participating 
agency or by being enrolled as a dependent on a NYSHIP policy in order to retain 
eligibility for retiree health benefits through the Town. If Howard leaves to work for 
another NYSHIP employer, he/she is not eligible for retiree health insurance if he/she 
vests with the second employer. 
 
 
2.  Commencing on the first full month of employment, the Town shall pay, on Howard’s     
behalf, one hundred (100%) percent of the cost of either the individual or family plan for 
dental coverage under the Riverhead Town Dental Plan.  If Howard and his/her spouse, 
if employed through the Town, are currently receiving (or are eligible to receive) family 
dental insurance benefits through the Town, only one will be permitted to continue to 
receive family level coverage.  In this event, the person whose coverage changes from 
family to individual coverage or no coverage will be entitled to the dental insurance buy-
out.  Should that person choose to decline to receive individual coverage, then that 
person will be eligible for the buy-out of the individual coverage. 
 
3.  Commencing on the first full month of employment, the Town shall pay, on Howard’s     
behalf, one hundred (100%) percent of the cost of either the individual or family plan for 
optical coverage under the Riverhead Town Optical Plan.  If Howard and his/her 
spouse, if employed through the Town, are currently receiving (or are eligible to receive) 
family optical insurance benefits through the Town, only one will be permitted to 
continue to receive family level coverage.  In this event, the person whose coverage 
changes from family to individual coverage or no coverage will be entitled to the optical 
insurance buy-out.  Should that person choose to decline to receive individual coverage, 
then that person will be eligible for the buy-out of the individual coverage. 
 
4.  The Town will insure Howard’s life in accordance with the maximum death benefit 
provided by the Employees Retirement System for Tier 6 members.   
 
  5.  Howard, at his/her option, may elect not to accept the Town's hospitalization 
coverage for a period of not less than one calendar year and receive the following 
payment in December of each year the election is made: $1,650 if Howard changes 
from family to no coverage; $900 if Howard changes from family to individual coverage; 
$750 if Howard changes from individual to no coverage. Also, at his/her option, Howard 
may elect not to accept the dental coverage for a period of not less than one calendar 
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year and receive the following payment in December of each year the election is made:  
$230 if Howard changes from family to no coverage; $150 if Howard changes from 
family to individual coverage; $80 if Howard changes from individual to no coverage. 
Also, at his/her option, Howard may elect not to accept the optical coverage for a period 
of not less than one calendar year and receive a payment of twenty five dollars ($25.00) 
in December of each year the election is made.  Employees appointed during the year 
may receive a prorated payment during their first year of employment.  Howard must 
sign an application form each year and said application shall include an 
acknowledgment that he/she is covered under another plan. 
 
 

ARTICLE IX 
 

GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 
1.  The Town agrees to provide legal counsel to defend Howard in any action arising out 
of an assault on Howard on Town business, and the Town hereby agrees to defend, 
indemnify, and hold Howard harmless for any and all acts performed for the Town, its 
agents and employees, including but not limited to preparation, certification and sealing 
of plans prepared exclusively for the Town, its agents and employees, provided Howard 
was acting within the scope of his/her employment.  In the event that Howard is 
appointed, authorized or directed by the Town or one of its agencies to represent it as a 
member of the board of directors of an organization or agency, then he shall be covered 
by the provisions of Public Officers Law Section 18 and Town Code Sections 15-1 and 
15-2 pertaining to the defense and indemnification of officers and employees of public 
entities, provided Howard is otherwise eligible for coverage pursuant to the terms of 
those provisions. 
 
2.  If Howard is injured or assaulted in the course of employment, he/she shall receive 
100% of his/her salary for the first six months during which he/she is absent from work, 
and 85% of his/her salary for any time beyond that period, until such time as his/her 
application for reinstatement to full duty status, or, in the event of permanent disability, 
his/her application for a disability pension be finally determined or by a physician's 
examination determining no further disability, whichever comes first.  If Howard is 
injured on the job and reports the same to the Supervisor, and has to be absent from 
work, no days shall be deducted from his/her sick leave for such injury.  If Howard 
receives a compensation check for lost time due to a compensable injury, he/she shall 
endorse his/her check over to the Town.  The above shall apply if Howard was acting 
within the scope of his/her employment.  Nothing contained herein shall in any way be 
deemed to restrict the Town’s right to separate Howard pursuant to the provisions of 
Civil Service Law Sections 71-73. 
 
3.  A leave of absence, without pay, may be granted to Howard in the discretion of the 
Town Board for a maximum of six (6) months, upon written application therefore and 
good cause shown. 
 
4.  If Howard is absent without leave or without due notification to the Supervisor, 
he/she shall suffer loss of pay for the days of such absence.  
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5.  Howard will be paid every two (2) weeks on the second Thursday following the end 
of the pay period.   
 
6.  Upon Howard’s request to examine his/her official employment personnel file, he/she 
may be permitted to do so at the discretion of the Town Board.  Any material classified 
as confidential shall not be subject to duplication by Howard, but he/she shall have an 
opportunity to read said material and make a written reply, which shall be inserted in 
his/her personnel folder. 
 
7.  To the extent permitted by the U.S. Internal Revenue Code and the New York State 
Income Tax Laws, the Town shall permit Howard to establish a deferred compensation 
plan for said employee. 
 
8.  The Town will provide a college and post-graduate incentive program for courses 
approved by the Town Board.  The Town will reimburse Howard the tuition cost on a 
grade related basis.  A grade of "A" will receive seventy five (75%) percent of the tuition 
cost.  A grade of "B" will receive fifty (50%) percent of the tuition cost.  A grade of "C" 
will receive twenty five (25%) percent of the tuition cost.  Payment will only be made 
upon submission of voucher and proof of grade. 
 
9. The Town will pay the cost of the employee’s mandatory continuing legal education 
as required by the Office of Court Administration.
