serve the entirety of said Riverhead Water District including
Extension No. 45 (Northville) thereto, in the Town of Riverhead,
Suffolk County, New York, there are hereby authorized to be issued
$450,000 serial bonds of said Town, pursuant to the provisions of
the Local Finance Law.
